In 2009, The Streetly School achieved outstanding results, making it the highest 
achieving non-selective school in the Walsall Borough in terms of the national standard 
of 5 A*-C including English and Maths (64%). This made us the 77th most improved 
school in the country.

Not only are we proud of our results, we are equally proud of our well-mannered, helpful, 
and well-presented students.  We believe in developing the all-round individual, who 
takes ownership of their behaviour, learning, and achievement.  We have an extensive 
Duke of Edinburgh Awards scheme, Sports Leaders programmes and a highly effective 
School Council whose views are sought on everything from senior staff appointments to 
improvements in teaching and learning.

Our Curriculum
Key Stage 3
At Key Stage 3, the curriculum is broad and balanced for all 
our students. They study a range of subjects including English, 
Maths, Science, ICT and PE. Beyond this core, Geography, 
History and Religious Education are taught as separate 
humanities to all students. Drama, Art and Music comprise 
the Creative and Expressive curriculum. French and Spanish 
are learnt by students throughout the Key Stage. Technology 
is taught through a carousel of different aspects; electronics, 
food technology, resistant materials, systems and control and 
graphical products. We offer Citizenship and PSHE throughout 
the Key Stage.

Students are divided into two equal ability groups in each year. 
These groups are then set by ability in English, Maths, Science, 
Modern Languages and PE. All other subjects are taught in 
mixed ability groups.

Key Stage 4
We strive towards a Key Stage 4 programme that allows for 
personalisation.  This is achieved through student preferences, 
learning styles and the range of courses on offer.  These 
courses are a blend of traditional GCSE’s, Applied GCSE’s and 
Vocational options.

Maths, English, Science, PE, IT, Religious Education, Personal 
Health and Social Education and Citizenship are courses that 
remain as a crucial part of the curriculum throughout this Key 
Stage.
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Achieve Academic Success

Assessment
An essential part of our curriculum is the setting of student 
targets for achievement over a Key Stage.  These targets 
encourage students to be aware of their potential and to work 
towards challenging goals.  The targets are based on each 
student’s personal achievement whilst at primary school.  At 
the beginning of Year 7 a Cognitive Assessment Test (CAT) and 
a reading test is carried out to provide additional information 
about ability and potential. This is used by staff to help plan 
individual learning.

At Key Stage 3, targets are broken down into manageable steps 
and progress towards them is measured four times a year and 
one of these measures will be a formal school exam.  A progress 
report is issued to parents and carers so that they can follow 
their child’s achievements after key assessments.  Twice a year, 
students will meet with their form tutors to discuss their progress 
and to set personal targets as part of our Tutor Review Week.

In addition to this, a full written report for each subject is issued 
during the year.  In this report there will be a detailed statement 
about what each student has studied and achieved, as well as 
a series of improvement targets.  Form tutors and pastoral staff 
will also comment on personal qualities and commitment to the 
school.

Parents and carers have the opportunity to meet with staff at 
our Parents’ Evenings, which are always very well attended.  
Students are given the responsibility of making appointments 
for their parents to suit their personal needs.  Parents can also 
contact pastoral and subject staff throughout the year if they 
have concerns.  We hope that issues can be responded to within 
24 hours.

Work Related Learning
In accordance with the new QCA guidelines for delivery of 
Work Related Learning (WRL) The Streetly School is committed 
to delivering a comprehensive range of opportunities to learn 
and develop skills about the work place and future career 
opportunities.

Although only being obliged to deliver WRL as part of the Key 
Stage 4 curriculum, The Streetly School has taken steps to go 
above and beyond this requirement and is currently delivering 
useful activities across the Key Stage 3 curriculum as well. Within 
numerous subjects in the school students have the opportunity 
to visit employers to gain experiences of subject skills in relation 
to a particular job. Also there are a growing number of subject 
areas which have developed links with businesses in the local 
community and we are fortunate to have many employers 
coming into school to get involved with project based tasks.

Along with the delivery of Enterprise Education, Work Experience 
in Year 10 and our Annual Careers Information Evening in 
preparation for students leaving the school, there are many 
other WRL events. These other events include work simulations 
in lessons and interview simulations to prepare students for the 
skills required when leaving into the competitive field of work.

Over recent times there have been significant opportunities 
offered by the school to make sure that students leave our 
school with the most informed and rounded chance of success 
when entering the world of work. 
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Specialism 
Our specialism is Physical Education and Sport.  We have been 
a successful Sport College since September 2003.  This success 
has been achieved through a number of strategies:

•	 An increase in specialist PE teachers - this has enabled us 
to provide all students with two hours of high quality PE 
each week.  It has also enabled the school to increase the 
amount of out of hours activities and events the students 
can take part in.  These activities cater for all students, 
from physical recreation activities to high level sport.

•	 The range of PE and Sport qualifications that are on 
offer through the curriculum increases each year and all 
students have the opportunity to do Sports Leadership 
awards, particularly in Key Stage 4 and Post 16.

•	 The school has some of the best sports facilities in the 
West Midlands.  These include a modern sports hall, dance 
studio, all weather pitch, swimming pool, gymnasium and 
extensive playing fields.



Enterprise
The Streetly School places real importance in making sure that 
students are encouraged to develop the skills to be successful 
when entering the world of work. Indeed, Enterprise is delivered 
across the curriculum and through wider school events. 

Firstly, the delivery of Citizenship makes sure all students 
are taught the important issues of financial and economic 
understanding of the world they are about to enter. This deals 
with important matters such as dealing with money and how to 
handle budgeting.

Enterprise is also delivered in many forms in the curriculum. 
Lessons are delivered with a focus to encourage those skills 
each student may need to be successful in the world of work; 
such as team working, taking risks, problem-solving, presenting 
and communicating to people.

It is the school’s intention that through thorough use of Enterprise 
skills such as these,  students will develop into more prepared 
employees and employers of the future.

Careers Education
Careers education and guidance is an important element within 
the curriculum.  We work closely with local firms and businesses 
who attend a Careers Fair to offer information and guidance to 
students. 

Connexions, an organisation offering advice on education and 
careers,  play a part in preparing our students for their lives 
out of school and all Year 11 students have an interview with a 
Connexions adviser. 

Careers education is part of the PSHE programme and a 
structured and varied programme is in place for all year groups. 
We participate in the Aim Higher programme so all students can 
aspire to higher education.

Personal & Social Health 
Education (PSHE)
The PSHE programme aims to enable students to develop a 
healthy, safe lifestyle and to make informed choices regarding 
personal, social and moral issues.  The programme incorporates 
sessions on drugs education and substance abuse, together 
with sex and relationships education.

Drugs Education
Schools play a key role in providing education relating to 
drugs and we aim to create a safe and supportive environment 
that enables young people to develop their knowledge, 
understanding, and attitudes to drugs and drug related issues 
and the consequences of substance abuse.

Sex and Relationships Education 
(SRE)  
SRE is also incorporated into the PSHE programme and is taught 
within a moral and values framework which enables students to 
make informed choices in their later lives. 

Citizenship 
The citizenship programme aims to give students the knowledge, 
skills and understanding to become informed, thoughtful and 
responsible citizens.  We aim to achieve this by raising students’ 
political awareness in addition to their awareness of moral and 
social responsibilities and understanding of their role within 
the local, national and global community. The Citizenship 
programme promotes an understanding and respect for diversity 
and an awareness of rights and responsibilities and what these 
can mean in practice.

We encourage students to become involved in active citizenship 
projects and our students regularly raise money for a number of 
different charities.
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Special Educational Needs
Our Learning Support Department works with students who 
require an element of additional support.  This support may 
include one-to-one tuition, classroom support or small group 
work. We aim to integrate students with Statements of Special 
Educational Need into mainstream teaching groups wherever 
possible.

The school follows the New Code of Practice and the Local 
Authority’s inclusion policy.

Physical Disability
The Streetly School is an Additionally Resourced Provision (ARP) 
school.  This means that we have specialist support staff. Also, 
our buildings are accessible to students who may have mobility 
challenges.

Out of Hours 
As a Sports College the school provides many out of hours 
activities for students. The PE department provides a new 
timetable each term in a whole range of activities for all students.  
These activities range from gymnastics, trampolining, dance, 
aerobics, fitness, badminton and futsal.

The school has teams in football, cricket, rugby, netball, 
athletics, swimming and rounders. Many more opportunities are 
organised through the House system and these also range from 
mass participation events to more competitive events, like the 
annual school Sports Day at The Alexander Stadium.

The school organises many visits, trips and holidays throughout 
the year for students of all ages.  These include language visits 
to Spain and France, PE visits to an outdoor pursuit centre and 
the Year 7 residential. Weekend visits are organised for our gifted 
and talented students.  

The school has an annual musical production which is the 
culmination of work from the Music, Drama, Dance and Art 
departments.

The school also runs revision classes, booster sessions and 
specialist subject clubs for students in many subject areas.

Transition
Moving from primary to secondary school is an exciting time 
for most children, but we recognise that it can be a challenging 
experience for some. 

We aim to make the process as secure and happy as possible 
and we spend a lot of time throughout the year visiting our 
local primary schools to get to know students before they join 
us in September.

In addition, there are occasions when primary school students 
are invited in to Streetly in order to get to know the school and 
our teachers and other staff.

Our induction programme is planned to enable students to 
feel a part of the Streetly team as quickly as possible.

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Attendance
Good attendance is the key to your child’s success.  We have 
high expectations of attendance for all of our students and we 
expect them to attend 100% of the time unless they are ill.  Our 
reward system recognises those with outstanding attendance.

We ask that all parents support the school in maximising levels 
of attendance.  We work with an Education Welfare Officer to 
support parents who may experience difficulty in ensuring 
their child’s full attendance.

Parents are asked to contact the school on the first day of their 
child’s absence to supply a reason for the non-attendance.

If your child is taken ill at school, it is important that we are 
able to contact you straight away. Therefore it is vital that your 
child’s personal records and contact details are kept up to date: 
if you change address or telephone number, please notify the 
school office immediately.

House System
On joining The Streetly School, students are allocated a place 
in one of three Houses, where they are offered opportunities to 
compete in a wide range of sporting and social activities. If they 
have an older sibling in the school, they will usually be placed 
in the same House.

Each House is staffed by a Head of House and two Senior House 
Tutors.

The House system allows positive relationships to develop 
across the year groups and encourages older students to act as 
role models to the younger students.

The pastoral staff, including your child’s form tutor, work 
in partnership with parents to ensure that all students are 
supported in their progress.  We believe in building close links 
between home and school in order to minimise problems and 
celebrate success.

Expectations
Rewards
Here at The Streetly School we aim to recognise and celebrate 
the achievements of our students.  Rewards are given for a wide 
range of endeavours and students receive certificates and praise 
postcards which are sent home.

We also enjoy an annual whole school rewards trip to Drayton 
Manor Park to which students are invited as a result of hard 
work, good attendance, service to the community and a positive 
attitude to work.

Students are also rewarded with certificates and trophies at 
Presentation Evenings and Sports Awards events.

Sanctions
The Streetly School expects very high standards of behaviour 
from all students.  

Where these standards are not met, we have a scale of sanctions 
which ranges from a verbal warning to detentions and finally to 
fixed term or ultimately permanent exclusion as a last resort.  

We believe in working closely with parents to prevent minor 
problems escalating into more serious breaches of our behaviour 
policy.

Uniform
We expect all of our students to wear their Streetly uniform 
with pride.  Looking smart and ready for work establishes a 
positive attitude to their studies.

Bullying
Unfortunately, a certain level of bullying exists in all schools.  
However, we believe that here at The Streetly School, bullying 
is not a problem that the vast majority of students will 
experience.

We deal with any report of bullying quickly and sensitively and 
we encourage students, parents and carers to let us know if 
they have any concerns.
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School Meals
The school operates its own catering services, providing a 
variety of high quality meals at breakfast, break and lunch 
times.  The Sixth Form can use the facilities throughout the 
morning as a Bistro style service.

All meals offered are in line with the current nutritional 
guidelines, and the school also use a software package which 
calculates nutritional breakdown of meals and identifies 
allergy information.

Students may leave the school site at lunchtime in order to 
go home for lunch, provided they have a relevant pass giving 
parental consent.

Students bringing packed lunches are catered for and can eat 
with friends in the dining area.  

The school has also been awarded Healthy Schools Status.

Student Voice
The school listens to its students.  They are valued for their 
views and this is harnessed in a number of ways.  Each 
form in each year has two democratically elected council 
representatives, who sit on the School Council.  The remit 
of this council is to enable students to discuss whole school 
issues and help guide the school to make improvements in 
all areas.  This might also include discussing students’ survey 
questionnaire results; these surveys are conducted on a 
regular basis.

Senior leaders select groups throughout the year to talk about 
their learning and how it is progressing.  This is a chance 
for students and senior leaders to work towards further 
improvements in the future and this information is shared 
with all teachers and the Governing Body.

A cross section of students from a panel forms part of the 
interview process for all senior teacher appointments the 
school makes. This is a very powerful part of our rigorous 
selection process.

We also appoint a Head Boy and Head Girl each year from our 
Year 13 students and a Deputy Head Boy and Deputy Head 
Girl from our Year 11 students.  These students are the voice of 
the school and play a key role in its development.

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Sixth Form
The Streetly School Sixth Form is a community of just over 200 
learners enrolled on both Level 2 and Level 3 courses.  Over 95% 
of our population is made up of students who have secured 
success in their GCSE courses at The Streetly School and who 
wish to continue their learning journey with us – a relationship 
founded on success which we wish to see continue. Our 
students benefit from modern, purpose-built accommodation 
providing both study and recreational spaces, including the 
enhanced sporting facilities that our Specialist Sports College 
status affords.

We’re proud to offer over 30 courses of study within the Sixth 
Form, with the majority of these being GCE A levels. Some of 
these are in traditional academic disciplines – the subjects you 
might have studied at GCSE – English Literature or History, for 
example; others are non-traditional or vocational subjects such 
as Economics, Film Studies or Forensic Science.
